START UP INDIA SCHEME -2016 .. wr. suhasBora, c.A.
ANALYSIS AND SAILENT FEATURE

Startup India is a flagship initiative of the Government of India, intended to build a strong eco-system for nurturing innovation and

Startups in the country that will drive sustainable economic growth and generate large scale employment opportunities. The

Government through this initiative aims to empower Startups to grow through innovation and design. In order to meet the objectives

of the initiative, Government of India hasannounced Action Plan that addresses all aspects of the Startup ecosystem.

1) Startup' has been defined to mean an entity, incorporated or registered in India not prior to five years, with annual turnover not
exceeding INR 25 crore in any preceding financial year, working towards innovation, development, deployment or
commercialization of new products, processes or services driven by technology or intellectual property. Further, such entity
should not have been formed by splitting up, or reconstruction, of a business already in existence. It is also provided a Startup shall
be eligible for tax benefits only after it has obtained certification from the Inter-Ministerial Board, setup for suchpurpose.

2) To promote the growth of Startups and address working capital requirements, Action Plan provides that profits of Startup initiatives
shall be exempted from income-tax for a period of 3 years. This fiscal exemption shall facilitate growth of business and meet the
working capital requirements during the initial years of operations. The exemption shall be available subject to non-distribution of
dividend by the Startup.

3) To promote investments into Startups by mobilizing the capital gains arising from sale of capital assets, it is provided that exemption
shall be given to persons who have invested capital gains earned during the year in the Fund of funds recognized by the Government.
This willaugment the funds available to various VCs/AlFs for investment in Startups.

4) In addition, the Action Plan provides that existing capital gain tax exemption for investment in newly formed manufacturing MSMEs
by individuals shall be extended to all Startups. Currently, such an entity needs to purchase “new assets” with the capital gain received
to avail such an exemption. Investment in 'computer or computer software' (as used in core business activity) shall also be considered
as purchase of 'new assets'in order to promote technology driven Startups.
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5) To encourage seed-capital investment in Startups, Action Plan extends exemption from operation of Sec 56(2)(viib) provision to
investment made by incubatorsin the Startups. Sec 56(2)(viib) provides that where a company receives any consideration forissue
of shares which exceeds the Fair Market Value (FMV) of such shares, such excess consideration shall be taxable in the hands of
recipient as Income from Other Sources ('IFOS'). Government acknowledges that in the context of Startups, where the idea is at a
conceptualization or development stage, it is often difficult to determine the FMV of such shares. In majority of the cases, FMV is
also significantly lower than the value at which the capital investment is made. Hence, it provides that the exemption given to
investment by venture capital fundsin Startups be extended to investment made by incubatorsin the Startups.

6) The Start-up Plan also states that a start-up must be either a Private Limited Company (under The Companies Act, 2013) or a
Registered Partnership Firm (under The Indian Partnership Act, 1932) or Limited Liability Partnership (under The Limited Liability
Partnership Act, 2008). The Start-up also needs to be supported by "specified Government agency".

7) The Government's policy document also lays down criteria for identification of businesses covered under the definition. A
businessis covered under the definitionif it aims to develop and commercialize:

anew product or service or process; or
. asignificantlyimproved existing product or service or process, that will create or add value for customers or workflow.

The mere act of developing

products or services or processes which do not have potential for commercialization; or

undifferentiated products or services or processes; or

. products or services or processes with no or limited incremental value for customers or workflow would not be covered under

this definition.

Itis expected that changes announcedin the policy will be reflected in the upcoming Union Budget 2016.
